General Rules for Maintenance of Discipline among
students :

S

Students must obey the rules and regulatiqns of the
college and they are expected to maintain a high
standard of discipline.

The students, admitted to the college must abide by all
the rules and regulations as prescribed by the college
authority. Violation of rules, unsatisfactory progress,
irregular attendance, irregular clearance of college,
showing discourtesy to the teachers and staff members
in any form, adopting unfair means in examinations etc.
are some of the offences which make students liable
for disciplinary action like termination of scholarship,
non-awards of college diploma, forced transfer and
even expulsion from the college.

Itis the duty of the students to keep the college campus
and class rooms clean. Any damages and disfiguring
of college property is taken serious notice of.

A student must attend unit tests, sessional and annual
tests or examinations in each subjects to qualify
themselves for appearing in the final examinations.

Students’ Society and Association shall be subject to

rules and regulations of the College prescribed by the
authority from time to time.

All powers for maintenance of discipline are vested on

the Principal and his/her decision shall be final on such
matters.

may be found as per regulations. The fines so collected will
be deposited in the Students’ Aid Fund.

ANTI RAGGING MEASURES :

The Hon’ble Supreme Court has directed that ragging
be banned from all educational institutions. Ragging has been
made cognizable offence and it attracts a punishment of
rigorous imprisonment of three years and fine of . 25,000/-
(Rupees Twenty Five Thousand) only.

Ragging has been defined as - “Any act causing,
inducing, compelling or forcing a student, whether by way of
a practical joke or otherwise, to do any act which detracts
from human dignity or violates his person or exposes him to
ridicule or forbears from doing any lawful act, by intimidating,
wrongfully restraining, wrongfully confining or injuring him or
by using criminal force to him or by holding out to him any
threat of such intimidation, wrongful restraint, wrongful
confinement, injury or the use of criminal force.” Supreme
Court of India has defined ragging as a criminal offence.

Ragging is strictly prohibited in the college. Attempt has
been made to foster a strong vibrant and warm relationship
amongst the senior and junior students. In some occasions
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intaractive session between senior and junior students is
conducted in the presence of the faculty members. Any
interaction beyond this invites harsh punishment that may
take any of the following forms depending upon the severity
of offence.

Suspension from classes.

Debarring from appearing in Examination.

Rustication from the college for a period up to two years.
Expulsion from the college.

Fine up to ¥.10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand) only.
rigorous imprisonment upto 3 years through the process of
court of law.

In this context the students and their guardians are
required to submit court affidavit duly signed by them in the
format which is attached with the prospectus.

As recommended by the 103 Meeting of the Under
Graduate Board, Dibrugarh University held on 19.08.2010,
the 95 Meeting of the Academic Council, Dibrugarh University
held on 09.09.2010 vide Resolution No. 9 has approved the
Dibrugarh University Regulations for B.A./B.Sc./B. Com
Programme in the semester system, 2010. This shall come
into effect from 2011-2012 Academic Session. The semester
programme shall be of three years duration distributed in six
semesters.

Examination and Evaluation shall be done on a
continuous basis, at least three times during each

semester.

There shall be 20% marks for internal assessment and
80% marks for End-semester examination in each

course during every semester.

There shall be no provision for re-evaluation of the
answer scripts of the end-semester examinations.

However, a candidate may apply for re-scrutiny.

A student who has less than 80% attendance shall not
be permitted to sit for the end semester examination in
the course in which the shortfall exists.

There shall be one End Semester examination
carrying 80% Marks in each cou.rse of a semester
covering the entire syllabus prescribed for the course,

Setting of question papers, moderatipn of question
papers, evaluation of answer scripts, scrutiny,
tabulation of marks etc. and announcement of resultg
shall be governed by the Dibrugarh University
Examination Ordinance, 1972 (as amended upto date).

Practical Examination of a semester shall hormally be
held prior to the End Semester Examinations. No
betterment shall be allowed in the Practical

Examinations.

A candidate shall be declared to have passed a3
semester provided he/she passes all the courses of a
semester independently.

A candidate must clear all his/her semester examination
within Six (6) years from the date of admission to the
First Semester of any programme irrespective of the
number of examinations appeared by the student, viz.
1% and 2™ Semester Examination shall have to be
cleared in 6 consecutive chances. 3™ and 4" Semester
Examinations shall have to be cleared in 5 consecutive
chances. 5" and 6" Semester Examinations shall have
to be cleared in 4 consecutive chances.

If a candidate clears the sixth (6") semester
examination before clearing all the courses of the
previous semesters, the result of the sixth semester
examination of that candidate shall be withheld till he/
she clears the courses of the previous semesters.

Since the Semester System involves continuous
assessment, there shall be no scope for a student to
appear as private candidate in any programme in this
system.
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
